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ECA Committee on Women and Development 

Holds its Bureau Meeting in Addis Ababa

The Bureau of ECA’s Committee on Women and Development (CWD) is convening in Addis Ababa (16-17 September) to follow-up on the implementation of several specific recommendations made by CWD during its last meeting held in Johannesburg in October 2002. 

Its members are: Egypt (Chair), Burundi (First Vice-Chair), Ghana (Second Vice-Chair), Lesotho (First Rapporteur), Gabon (Second Rapporteur), Congo and South Africa (Ex-Officio).  

25 participants are expected to attend, including ministers of Burundi, Ghana, Mozambique and South Africa.

The Bureau will be looking into three major items as follows:

1- Approval of the new list of NGOs and resource persons to sit on the Committee:

 In compliance with modalities adopted in Johannesburg meeting for the selection of new NGOs and resource persons to serve in CWD, ECA has- through the African Center for Gender and Development (ACGD) completed the selection of those NGOs and resource persons who meet the membership criteria of CWD, so that they could sit on the Committee for the period 2003-2004. The new list will be submitted to the CWD Bureau meeting for consideration and adoption;

2- Beijing +10 Evaluation Process:

As per its mandate, CWD will contribute through ECA to the preparatory process of Beijing +10 and the Decade Review of the implementation of the Dakar and Beijing Platforms for Action in Africa. 


The overall Africa Decade Review process will be implemented in 3 phases: 

a) The evaluation at national level to be conducted by each country and summed up in a National Decade Review Report; 
b) The convening of sub-regional evaluation meetings to review and endorse the national evaluation reports already synthesized into Sub-regional Evaluation Reports. The review will seek a consensus about the major gender-related priority areas in the sub-regions for the next 10 years.

c) The preparation and organization by ECA of the 7th Regional Conference on Women in November 2004. This high-level inter-governmental consultative meeting aims to enable African countries to assess progress made and agree on the way forward. A regional  evaluation report will be submitted to the Conference and will be used  for the formulation of the next policy framework document to guide gender-related work in the continent.

Progress report of the AGDI:

The third major objective of the CWD Bureau meeting is to examine the ECA/ACGD report on progress achieved in developing and field-testing of the ECA African Gender and Development Index (AGDI). The purpose of this first continent-specific tool is to measure the progress and limitations in addressing the gender inequalities in Africa, within specific sectoral areas set out in the Dakar and Beijing Platforms for Action.
