Advisory Committee (AAC)

Terms of Reference (Draft)

1. Establishment

The Committee on Development Information  (CODI) of the United Nations Economic Commission for Africa, at its second session held from 4-7 September 2001 recommended that ECA establish AVLIN as an integral part of the infrastructure for enhancing access to development information and knowledge resources available on the continent and elsewhere.

The Committee’s recommendation was based on the report (ECA document no.: L/ECA/DISD/CODI.2/31) submitted to it by a group of forty-nine experts from 16 countries and five international organizations which met on knowledge management and the African Virtual Library and Information Network (AVLIN) in Addis Ababa on 3 September 2001. The Committee also decided to give ECA the mandate to appoint the members of an advisory committee for AVLIN.   

2. Functions

The functions of the Advisory Committee shall be to:

a. Advise the ECA secretariat on general technical and policy issues relating to the development AVLIN.

b. Advise on implementation strategies and framework as well as content of its work programme related to AVLIN.

c. Propose approaches, actions and means for the mobilization of resources for the implementation of the project and other related activities and programmes that may emanate from it.

d. Promote and disseminate the activities of AVLIN to all stakeholders, including member States and sub-regional organizations.

3. Membership

a. The Committee shall comprise  9 experts, appointed by the ECA.

b. Members shall serve in their private capacities, and shall not report to any other authority on AVLIN matters apart from the Economic Commission for Africa.

c. Appointment to the Committee shall not constitute an employment by the ECA and shall not carry any remuneration.

d. Appointments to the Committee shall be for a term of two years, and may be renewed. 

e. Efforts will be made to ensure adequate representation by type of library and network.

f. Efforts will also be made to ensure gender and sub-regional balance in the composition of the Committee.

g. The Director of the Development Information Services Division or her representative  will serve as an ex-officio member of the Committee.

h. ECA may invite observers to attend meetings of the Committee.

4. Officers

a. At each meeting, the members shall elect a Chairperson, a Vice-chairperson, and a Rapporteur.

b. The ECA shall  service the Meetings of  the Committee and prepare appropriate documentation..

5. Meetings

a. Meetings will be held at least once every two years. Additional meetings may be called.  Where possible, virtual meetings may be organized and these shall also constitute meetings of the Committee.

b. The ECA Secretariat will also organize the sharing of information and communicate with the stakeholders.

c. In accepting appointment, members accept to attend meetings of the Committee and participate in other activities organized in furtherance of the objectives and functions of the Committee.

d. A report shall be prepared at the end of each meeting containing a summary of the discussions of the Committee, its advice and recommendations.

6. Funding

ECA shall be expected to fund attendance at meetings of the Committee.
