There is an airport tax on departure at Lusaka International Airport of twenty-five US 

dollars ($25). 

Currency Regulation 

 
The unit of currency in Zambia is the Zambian Kwacha (K) or (ZMK). There are bank 

notes of 10; 20; 50; 100; 1,000; 5,000; 10,000; 20,000, and 50,000.Foreign currencies, 
traveler’s cheques and international credit cards are accepted without restrictions. It is 
advisable for participants to come with Euros, US dollars, British Pounds and South African 
Rands. Currency can be exchanged at the hotel or at bureaus de change at the prevailing 
exchange rates on the day of transaction.
