On behalf of the African Development Bank Group, and on my own behalf, it is a great pleasure for me to welcome you
all to the 2002 Annual Meetings Symposium of the African Development Bank, which is devoted to the New Partnership
for Africa’s Development (NEPAD).

Permit me, at the outset to express our deep appreciation to Prime Minister Meles Zenawi for agreeing to be with us here
today. | wish also to express my thanks to my good friend and colleague, Mr. K.Y. Amoako, the Executive Secretary of
the ECA, for agreeing to be our keynote speaker this morning. Let me also express our appreciation to the Assistant
Secretary Gereral of the OAU.

In addition. [ would like to express our gratitude to all our Honorable Governors who have accepted to chair the various
panels or to be speakers. | wish also to express special thanks to our other speakers from the public and private sectors for
kindly accepting our invitation. We do indeed appreciate your being here with us today to share your thoughts and
perspectives o the important topic before us. We look forward to the discussions and deliberations of such a
distinguished group of policy makers, academics, and representatives of civil society organizations and the private sector.
Over the vears, our Annual Meetings Symposium has focused on themes of current interest and relevance to Africa and
its partners. This vear's topic is no exception. Indeed, it would not be an exaggeration to state that NEPAD has excited the
imagination of our leaders and peoples, as well as our development partners. Much hope is also placed on the Initiative as
a framework for advancing the progress of our Continent. Our focus today is on exploring ways and means of moving the
initiative forward. and building on the good will and momentum that it has generated.

(t is in this context that I would like to take this opportunity to share with you our views on the importance and
significance of NEPAD and the challenges that lie ahead. Permit me. also, to share with you some aspects of our
involvement in NEPAD and the role we expect to play in the future.

NEPAD and its Significance for Africa

Your Excellencies,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

[ believe that we would all agree that NEPAD offers us a new vision for Africa in the 2 Ist Century. Its fundamental
purpose is to re-launch Africa's development and put it on a path of lasting peace, poverty reduction, and sustainable
development. To do so, it seeks to address, in a clear and coherent manner, the key social, economic and political
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challenges tacmy our countries.

Another fundamental objective of NEPAD is to build a renewed global partnership between Africa and the international
community This 15 based on a shared purpose, agreed responsibilities, and mutual accountability. And in doing so. it
seeks 1o reverse the mereasing marginalization of our continent, prometing instead the full integration of Africa into the
zlobal ceonorty

(n setting, these objectives, NEPAD reflects the full recognition by our leaders that peace, security, democracy, good
sovernance, human rights and sound economic management are necessary conditions for Africa’s development. But more
importantlv. and what | believe sets NEPAD apart, is the acceptance by our leaders of their responsibility to address these
issues, and their collective pledge to work towards meeting NEPAD's voals. A key and unique element in this pledge 5
the setting up of the peer review process that binds our leaders to promote, individually and collectively, the fundamental
principles vi zood political and economic governance.

[he significance of NEPAD and the urgency of the tasks it has set for itself are underscored by the stark realities our
continent conttes to face. Close to half of our peoples - more than any region of the world - continue to live on less than
one dollar @ day Our countries also continue to have some of the weakest indicators ot social development. Therefore, the
abiding chailenge that still faces us is to accelerate broad?based economic growth and to reduce poverty. And in the
context of the scceptance of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) by the international community, the basic
vardstick aganst which we must measure our progress must necessarily be the achievement of these goals.

in this regard. we can expect NEPAD to make a major contribution to the efforts of our countries. First, it has the
potential of contributing to the resolution of conflicts and the adoption of the principles of good governance and
democracy v more of our countries. Second, it can be expected to help accelerate growth by promoting sound economic
management, and the creation of a favorable investment climate for the development of the private sector. As importantly,
we could alse expect NEPAD to boost regional cooperation and integration efforts by helping remove the many political
and economic vbstacles that have stood in their way.

The success of NEPAD will, of course, depend not only on what our countries do individually and collectively but also on
the degree of support it garners from the international community. In this respect, we are all encouraged by the warm
response that the Initiative has secured from the donor community. The G8, the European Union, the Nordic countries
have all endorsed it. The various meetings that African leaders have had with key leaders of the industrial world are clear
manifestations of this international support. As importantly, the G8 Committee of Personal Representatives has had a
series of meetings with the NEPAD Steering Committee to elaborate the "Genoa Plan for Africa" in support of NEPAD.
We are hopetui that these initial indications of support will indeed translate into the type of new partnership that NEPAD
has proposed. As you are aware, a unique feature of NEPAD is its call for a new partnership based on shared principles,
and mutual accountability between African countries and the donor community. Undoubtedly, the creation of such a
partnership will imply a new and radical departure in Africa's relations with its partners. We, therefore, look forward to
the outcome nf the consultations between African and G8 leaders at the forthcoming summit in Canada, which could lay
the building blocs tor this new relationship. '

Within the context of this new partnership, we would expect Africa's development partners to address the critical issues
that hold bacx the region's development. Towards this end, action is required on three fronts: increasing development
assistance. continued debt relief, and enhanced market access.

First, with respect to otticial development assistance (ODA), we would expect the new partnership to result, over time, in
a significant ncrease, reversing the decline that we have witnessed in the last decade. In this regard, recent estimates
indicate the reed to at least double ODA flows to the developing countries to help them meet the Millennium
Development Coals (MDGs). We are encouraged by the recent announcements of the European Union and the United
States o increase significantly their official development assistance. We are hopeful that a major share of the increase
will indeed be targeted to Africa. And given that development assistance presently accounts for only 0.22 percent of the
GNP of donot countries. doubling the present level should be considered as the first step towards fulfilling the
commitment made by the international community to attain the goal of 0.7 percent of GNP.

Second. in the area of debt relief, twenty-two African countries have to date qualified for assistance through the HIPC
‘mitiative in which the Bank Group is actively involved. This is starting to bring about a significant reduction in the debt
stock and debt service obligations of these countries. Nonetheless, it is essential that we follow the process carefully to
ensure that H1PC does indeed result in sustainable debt levels. This issue has become critical, as the recent slowdown in
the global economy has resulted in the reduction of the export earnings of many African countries. Indeed, the
internationai community has recently acknowledged that as a resuft of these developments it may be necessary to augment
the debt reliet aiready offered to eligible countries. In addition, it is essential that the HIPC Initiative be fully funded to
ensure that the promised debt relief is fully delivered.

Third. unproving market access for Africa's exports is critical for the continent's development prospects. In this regard,
recent developments hold the promise of improving such access, and we are indeed encouraged by them. The United
States. throush the African Growth and Opportunities Act, has designated 35 Sub-Saharan countries as eligible for taritf
preferences. Moreover, the European Union has announced the removal of tariff barriers for products emanating from the
[east Developed Countries through its "Everything but Arms” trade initiative. The acceptance of the Doha Development
Agenda u the context of recent WTO negotiations is also most welcome. These promising initiatives will however need
to be supported by actions to help African countries build their capacity to take advantage of the opportunities offered.

Distinguished Ladies and Gentlemen,

Allow me (o turn now to the role of the African Development Bank in supporting NEPAD and to brief you on the actions
we have mken to date, and the additional measures we are planning for the future.

et me begin b noting that the principles that underlie the NEPAD Initiative and its priority areas of engagement are
consistent with the Bank's Vision Statement that we adopted in 1999. Today, the overarching objectives of the Bank's
activities are the reduction of poverty and promoting sustainable economic growth and development. Towards these ends,
at the national level. our lending and non-lending operations give priority to agriculture and rural development, education,
health, and private sector development, while focusing on economic co-operation and integration at the regional level.
Our interventions also mainstream good governance, gender equity and environmental sustainability in all Bank-
supported projects, programs and technical assistance operations.

It is clear that with the exception of conflict resolution in which the Bank is not directly involved, there is much
convergence between NEPAD's priority areas of engagement and the Bank's Vision. We, therefore, see NEPAD as giving
new impetis 15 oy programs, particularly those designed to attain economic co-operation and integration. It is on this
basis that the Sank was ready to provide support to NEPAD to help it realize its objectives.

At the Owtober 2001 meeting of the NEPAD Heads of State Implementation Committee in Abuja, Nigeria, lead agencies
were identified for cach priority area. The OAU, the ECA and the Bank were assigned leadership roles in the provision of
intellectual 1nd recihnical support to NEPAD. In particular, the Bank Group is charged with responsibility for assisting in
the elaboration of a proposal for infrastructure development and the adaptation and dissemination of international banking
and financial standards. [ may also add that we have been working closely with the ECA on issues of governance.
Following the decision of the Heads of State Implementation Committee to assign the Bank these roles, we have
mobilized our human resources and technical expertise to provide the requested support. We have also undertaken a
number of activities in support of NEPAD.

In November 2001, the Bank hosted the fourth NEPAD Steering Committee meeting. This was preceded by two
workshops on Infrastructure, and Banking and Financial Standards, with the aim of exchanging views with members of
the Steering Committee on possible priority actions. And in line with the request of the Steering Committee tabled at the
meeting, we have developed draft action plans in these two areas. These have been presented at various meetings of the
NEPAD Steering Committee. Following these extensive consultations, the action plans are now being finalized for
submission to the NEPAD Heads of State Implementation Committee at its next meeting, prior to the G8 Summit in June
2002 and the OAL Summit in July 2002.

[n the coming months, the Bank will continue providing further technical assistance to NEPAD. In addition, we have
offered 1o cortribute to the peer review process as it relates to economic governance issues. And as NEPAD projects and
orograms are defined. we will consider financing those that fall within the mandate of the Bank. In particular, we expect
10 be closeiv nvolved in regional projects and programs. We will in this regard use the special allocation of USS 150
million. earmarked under ADF-VIII to play a catalytic role in the financing of such programs.

In fulfitling o 1 mandate as a lead agency, 1 wish to emphasize that we have worked closely with our development
partners. In the area of infrastructure, the Bank is working closely with the regional economic communities, the World
Bank, and the European Union. In the area of banking and financial standards, we are collaborating with the IMF. And as
[ noted eariier, in the area of governance, we are working closely with the ECA. We expect to continue our close
collaboration with these and other partner institutions to ensure that in providing support to NEPAD, we do indeed have
access to the rroadest knowledge and expertise available.

In the future. the Bank stands ready to enhance its assistance to NEPAD, in response to the decisions that may be made by
the Heads of 3tate Implementation Committee at its forthcoming meeting in Rome and by the OAU Summit in Durban,

Looking Ahead: Reulizing the Objectives of NEPAD

Your Excelleneies,

Ladies and Gentlemen,

While NEPAD 15 undoubtedly off to a good start and has succeeded in generating the support of African leaders and the
endorsement of the international community, | believe its success in the future will depend on four critical factors that our
leaders and thewr development partners will need to address in the near future.

First, the conmitment of African leaders to the principles of good political and economic governance will need to be
respected. in this regard, 1t 1s critical that the peer review mechanism is established as soon as possible and that it be used
effectively 1o help ensure our countries meet the mutual commitments and obligations made. Indeed, this is critical tor the
credibility of the whole NEPAD initiative.

Second, in order to succeed, NEPAD will need to continue to mobilize the support of civil society organizations (CSOs)
and the private sector. In this regard, important initiatives have been taken, such as the consultations we hosted with civil
society organizations, and the Private Sector Forum organized by the Government of Senegal also in April. However,
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more will need o be done to build on these initiatives and establish broad grass roots support.

Phird, as | nored carlier, the success of NEPAD will depend in part on the extent to which the international community
will provide support in the three critical areas of development assistance, debt relief, and market access. While we are
encouraged by recent pronouncements, these will need to be translated into concrete actions to ensure that African
countries do ndeed have the required resources to accelerate their economic and social progress.

Fourth, the objectives and aspirations of NEPAD will need to be translated into feasible projects and programs that can
varner the support of African countries, sub-regional organizations, and Africa's development partners. The technical
support that the QAU the ECA, and the ADB are providing will help NEPAD meet this objective. It is, however, critical
that further consuitations, involving all stakeholders are held, to ensure that the projects and programs identified do enjoy
wide support

Grice & cete mitiative, ces pays ont commencé a voir l'encours et le service de leur dette diminuer
considérablement.

Cette rencontre a
été precedee de deux ateliers sur l'infrastructure et les normes bancaires et financiéres, qui ont permis un échange
de vies avec fes membres du Comité de pilotage sur les mesures envisageables dans ces domaines prioritaires. Et
conformement i la demande exprimée par le Comité de pilotage lors de cette réunion, nous avons élaboré des
projets e plan d'action dans ces deux domaines. Ils ont été présentés aux différentes réunions du Comité de
pilotage Apres ces nombreuses consultations, nous mettons la derniére main a ces plans d'action qui seront ensuite
soumis 4 lexamnen du Comité de mise en ceuvre au cours de sa prochaine réunion, avant les Sommets du G8 et de
M'Unicn afrcame prévus en juin et juillet 2002.
