	DESCRIPTION OF REQUIREMENTS

	The United Nations Economic Commission for Africa (UNECA) solicits for qualified consulting companies with valid license to express their interest in providing professional consultancy service for valuation of UNECA buildings and their contents – buildings, machinery and equipment. 

The firm is expected to do valuation analysis of several buildings built in the area of  96110m2 in Addis Ababa, 1000 m2 in Rabat, 1067 m2 in Niamey, 801 m2 in Yaounde, 819 m2 in Kigali, 1189 m2 in Lusaka.
