INTERAGENCY CONSULTATIONS ON NEPAD
4th Report of Cluster 4: 

Environment, Population , Urbanization

1. Introduction

The present report summarizes the outcome of the 16th May breakout session of Cluster 4: Environment, Population and Urbanization. It is organized along the steps provided to enhance programming in support of NEPAD. Agencies that participated in the 4th cluster meeting are listed as annex to the report. The session was chaired by UN-Habitat and UNFPA served as Rapporteur. 

2.  Realignment of the objectives for each cluster with the relevant NEPAD goals

The cluster has identified three programmes for priority attention for the next biennium: 

i. Environment initiative with 8 sub-themes to which will be added a section on coastal management. Lead agency – UNEP.

ii. Sustainable NEPAD Cities. Lead Agency – UN-HABITAT.

iii. Data and Information Systems (for planning, monitoring and evaluation of population and environment interventions). Lead agencies – UNFPA and WMO. 

These three programmes are in line with two main priorities of the NEPAD. Programme I aims to execute the Environment Initiative which has already been endorsed by NEPAD and the proposal of which is already at an advanced stage.  Programmes 2 and 3 respond to the NEPAD Human Resource Development Initiative, especially to poverty reduction through participatory and decentralized processes for the provision of infrastructure and social services. Although population and urbanization do not appear as stand alone NEPAD priorities, their prioritization has been confirmed by the NEPAD Steering committee since they constitute immediate concerns that African governments should address to ensure the continent’s sustainable development. All three programmes of Cluster 4 aim at achieving the Millennium development Goals. 

3. Strategies

The cluster intends to adopt the following strategies in executing the above programmes:

a) Accountability - Each programme is to be implemented by a lead agency while indicating the role of cluster members in delivering outputs;

b) Ownership – Agencies in the cluster will promote ownership of the programmes at all levels through stakeholder consultations and direct involvement of the beneficiaries in appropriate segments of the programmes; 

c) Adherence to existing international conventions – Agencies will dialogue with and guide countries and sub-regional partners to ensure compliance with conventions and respond to the MDGs.

4. Definition of clearly measurable accomplishments for the next six months.

Cluster members confirmed the following as expected outputs to be delivered by October 2003.

Programme 1: The Environment Initiative

(i) Additional inputs on population, gender, culture and bio-diversity protection, and human settlements will be made into Action Plan. This addendum will be prepared for presentation to the AMCEN in Maputo (June 9-10) 

(ii) Action Plan endorsed by the AMCEN

(iii) Action Plan as amended by AMCEN to the Heads of State Implementation committee of NEPAD endorsed.

(iv) Donors’ conference organized.

Programme 2:  Sustainable NEPAD Cities 

(i) Five to seven cities selected in consultation with NEPAD Secretariat: It was thought that seven cities would make it easier to select one in each existing REC;

(ii) Identification missions to existing cities conducted and critical needs identified. There is a high potential for synergy with Programme 3 in developing city profiles.

(iii) Advanced preparations of African Ministerial Conference on Urban Development (Nov. 2003) 

Programme 3: Data and Information Systems (for planning, monitoring and evaluation)

(i) UNEP and UN-Habitat databases assessed and integrated with existing sectoral databases. Gaps will be identified as indicated by the needs of the clusters programmes;

(ii) Poverty mapping of six cities in East Africa conducted: outcome of the study to serve as inputs in the survey of NEPAD sustainable cities

(iii) Strategy for medium term data for planning, monitoring and evaluation integrated in the ECA-UNFPA MoU. 

The strategy of consultation and synergy building between agencies will be the guiding principle in delivering the above outputs. While the agencies responsible shall continue to lead the delivery of each programme, the involvement and input by other cluster remain paramount. The overall framework as well as key performance indicators are in Annex 1.

Some cross cutting programmes were also identified for implementation in the same time frame:

(i) World Weather Watch developed and inputs made in other cluster activities

(ii) Advocacy on NEPAD to National Weather Services through the RECs

(iii) Dialogue with health and environment ministers to ensure that weather and climate products are fed into policy formulation; 

(iv) Existing training curricula reviewed to include eco- schools and water education (UNESCO, UNFPA, UN-Habitat and UNEP)

5. Seeking effective support and collaboration of the RECs

Based on existing assessments of the RECs, the cluster will explore working with the RECs in a two-step strategy: 

a) In the immediate, the cluster will embark on advocacy, building technical and institutional capacity and knowledge sharing with the RECs. To facilitate this, it is required that the NEPAD secretariat and the ECA provide information on structures and capacities of RECs to the clusters. As already decided at the 3rd meeting held in Nairobi on 10 may 2003, the cluster will invite RECs to its subsequent meetings, pay visits to them and consult with them on different aspects of programme delivery.

6. Resource mobilization

Cluster members have made appreciable progress with mobilizing resources towards the delivery of the listed outputs. A total of US$ 2 million is budgeted for the clusters activities for the 2003/2004 biennium of which US$ 312,000 is secured. Mobilization of the balance by all cluster members is on going.
